Time for a Little Talk  
Last week I had the privilege of being   
invited to attend the ΨInstitute of Youth       
MinistryΩ in sunny Brisbane. This was a 
training opportunity for Adventist pastors 
from across Australia to improve their skills 
and strategies when engaging with the 
young people in their local communities.  

 
Our week of training was facilitated by Steve Case, an academic with 
a wide range of experiences developed during many years of work 
with young people. If you were to ask me what piece of information

You would think it would be easy enough for me to talk to youth as I 
am the College Chaplain. However, in the 13 years or so since I    
completed secondary school, things have changed quite a bit. Kids 
these days are into fidget spinners and the phones they use are   
significantly more advanced than the scientific calculator I used! 
Understanding their culture and the language that goes with that is 
difficult as it changes faster than I can keep up with.  
 
Considering all these differences (and more), how am I meant to 
engage a young person in conversation? Steve Case demonstrated 
that simple questions, which aim to trigger personal reflection and 
opinion sharing, are excellent ways we can engage our young people 
on a range of topics (fidget spinners included).  
 
But why should we bother? Talking is becoming more important for 
young people as it continues to be one the most powerful ways to 
help them engage and process the world around them.

From the Principal 
During the recent biannual Adventists Schools Australia 
(ASA)/New Zealand Pacific Union Conference (NZPUC) 
Educational LeadersΩ Conference, held in  Melbourne, 
Dr Darren  Morton reminded us of three simple princi-
ples to maintaining a healthy outlook on life.   

 
1.  Bright blue and green should often be seen 
Our brain needs at least needs at least 60 minutes of natural sun-
light each day to filter through our eyes.  Even being outside on 
overcast days is far better for our wellbeing than 8 hours inside a 
artificially well-lit room. 
 
2.  Motion creates emotion 
Just move as much as you can, when you can.  Studies clearly show 
that 30-60 minutes of intentional movement each day greatly in-
creases our health and positive outlook on life. 
 
3   Food feeds your mood 
We all carry around an amazing army made up of trillions of        
bacteria in our gut.  These mighty soldiers have a direct line to  the 
'feelings' area of the brain, 
but they need fuel!  Fibre is 
the key!  Fresh fruit and 
vegetables of all colours are 
needed to ensure that the 
essential daily portions of 
fibre reach our bacterial 
army.   This fibre is then 
processed effectively to 
send positive signals back to 
our brain. 
 
I challenge all of us to practise these three healthy principles 
throughout the winter months.  Let's see if our outlook on life 
changes for the better.  An example of Dr Morton's many publica-
tions on healthy living has been included in the online newsletter.
